2008 PACKED AND SHIPPED

Grapefruit packed has reached the figure predicted by the Grapefruit Focus Group – with a few dribs and drabs to go this means that the final figure will be within 4% of the original estimate. Marsh is almost spot on the 3.5 m estimate with 3.4 m packed to date; while pigmented at 9.1 m lags the estimate of 9.4 m. The shipping patterns show that the 5% less shipped to Japan was sent to northern Europe, while southern Europe and UK each gave up 1% and Russia increased by 3%. With some late mandarins to go it seems that the original soft citrus estimate of 7.4 m will be fairly accurate, with all categories ending close to estimate – Satsuma’s estimate 1.9m, packed 1.8 m; Clementine’s estimate 3.m, packed 3.1 m and mandarins estimate 2.5 m and packed to date 2.1 m. UK gave up 7% compared to 2007 which was taken up by northern Europe (5%) and Russia (5%); US also gave up 3%. Lemons already exceed the original estimate by 11%. Less was shipped to Middle East (down 12%) and Far East (down 6%) which was taken up by northern Europe (up 14%), southern Europe (up 3%) and UK (up 4%). Navels packed are already 5% higher than estimate. Northern Europe shipments increased by 6% over 2007, with Far East giving up 4%. 
The Valencia Focus Group revised their prediction by 1.6 m cartons – which is now some 9% less than 2007. Shipping patterns show northern Europe receiving 11% more than 2007 at the expense of Russia (down 8%) and Middle East (down 3%).
