LEVY COLLECTION 2008 

Since 2001 the Citrus Growers Association (CGA) has been the administrator of the levy collected to fund research, market access, transformation and information activities in the citrus sector. During these years the CGA has tried different systems to ensure that 100% of levies are collected. Initially CGA invoiced exporters based on figures released by PPECB, and more recently PPECB did the actual invoicing for the CGA. 

What has become evident from the administration of the levy is that there is a fair amount of  inter-trading that takes place from when the fruit is initially inspected and passed for export, to when it is placed on the ship. In the past CGA has relied on the mates receipt to raise the invoices. In many cases the customer in the mates receipt information has nothing to do with the levy (e.g. is a freight forwarder, logistics company or shipping company), or is an export agent who has purchased the consignment from another export agent (and therefore not deducted the levy).

After much consideration the CGA has decided on the following procedure for 2008;

· The levy will be raised on inspection information provided by PPECB. This will mean that the levy is raised either directly with the grower, or at least closer to the initial transaction between grower and first receiver (usually export agent).

· Invoices will be raised from the CGA offices (not PPECB). 

· In many cases the export agents collect the levy on behalf of CGA, for which we are most grateful.

· In cases where the customer (as identified by PPECB) has not deducted the levy, they are required by law to supply CGA with the necessary information to be able to collect the levy.

· Invoices will be raised on a monthly basis. Interest will be charged on unpaid invoices after 60 days. This is being introduced as some export agents only pay across levies at the end of the season, thus sitting with CGA funds for a large part of the year.
